This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro and the MARD (Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development), as the implementing entities, entered into a loan arrangement with the World Bank, under the title “Montenegro Institutional Development and Agriculture Strengthening” (MIDAS Project), which is aimed at preparing Montenegrin agriculture and its institutions for the future membership of the EU. Total value of the Project is 17.1 million €. The Project will be implemented over a 5-year period from mid-2009 until mid-2014. The MIDAS project intends to apply part of this loan for engagement of the consulting company for preparation of the Main Project Designed and Supervision of the Refurbishment Works within IPARD Paying Agency (PA). 
The consulting company is expected to perform drawing design in accordance with local technical codes and legislation, namely prepare technical documentation in the needed scope according to local technical codes and legal requirements, including also full technical specification and priced bill of quantities. 

Additionally, the Consultant will assist the Beneficiary during bidding process, with evaluation of technical part of bids.

The consulting company will be responsible for supervision of all works on the project of refurbishment building on IPARD PA premises.

The consulting company must ensures that all plans and works will be checked and done in line with relevant EU IPARD required (ISO 27002) standards.
It is expected that the selected consultant will start work by the end of March 2014 and complete assignment by the end of May 2015. 
The MARD through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible consultant firms to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested Consultant firms must provide information demonstrating that have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services.

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub-consultancy to enhance their qualifications.

Interested Consultant should submit documents defining the constitution or legal status, place of registration, and principal place of business of the Consultant firm.

The selected Consultant must submit, prior contract signing, all needed licenses issued by responsible state authority;

	The capacity and availability of staff (architect; civil-construction engineer, for civil-construction works/objects, as well as water and sewage installation for building construction, mechanical engineer, electro engineer for high and low voltage (IT systems), engineer for design of fire protection system and engineer for energy efficiency measures; all engineers must have necessary license/authorizations issued by responsible authorities in accordance with national legislation) and resources to carry out the required work for the required period of time;
