This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for National IT engineer specialist for software development and maintenance. 
Paying Agency wants to develop one cell with experts who will participate in the building IT system process. Under MIDAS project there are IT database activities that has to be followed, such as: development of LPIS (IACS system), then connection of Farm register with necessary related registers, development of databases necessary for IPARD and CAP implementation, accounting and reference price database, etc. 
Objective of this assignment is to be included in PA it software development and maintenance activities and participate in all activities and follow up on all activities.
Activities of the IT engineer specialist for software development and maintenance are following:

· Development of (test) software for direct payments,

· Work on establishing of necessary connections among databases,

· Development and maintenance of the software for organizing meetings with farmers for LPIS and other kinds of support through PA.
It engineer specialist shall: 

· It engineer specialist within the Project Management Team will be responsible for the monitoring of overall  IT activities on the MIDAS project, providing inputs and insure compliance with all EC criteria and special requirements by the beneficiary. 

· Monitor the situation in all databases connected with MARD (software, hardware, ownership of source codes, etc.).

· Be included in administration of Farm register database,

· Be included and giving comments on LPIS ToR and software development (from the beginning of the project IPA ……),

· Monitor development of the accountancy software (connection with the SAP system),

· Monitor and report regarding activities on connection of the Farm register with relevant necessary registers;

· Provide comments and inputs on the establishment of the LPIS and connection with the Farm register and other it data base systems;

· Provide comments and possible solutions on usage of future LPIS and Farm register for implementation of MARD support;

· Ensure proper functioning of the MARD databases and interaction among themselves. 

The Consultant shall deliver all the needed support until the end of the Project, starting as of September 2015 and continue up to the expected project closing date on March 31, 2016. The consultant will be subject of the probation period for the first two months of the assignment.
The MARD through Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc.).
