The Government of Montenegro has received a grant from European Commission under the Montenegro Additional Financing EU/IPA Agriculture and Rural Development Institution Building Project Trust Fund, through Additional Financing of Institutional Development and Agriculture Strengthening Project in the amount of EUR 4,723,806EUR, where International Bank of Reconstruction and Development acting as administrator of the grant funds, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments under the Contract for Technical assistance for preparation of establishing rules of procedures and workflow for implementation and managing of system for identification and registration of animals.
