This Invitation for expression of interests follows the General Procurement Notice for this Project that appeared in Development Business, issue no. February 5, 2009

The Government of Montenegro has received a loan in the amount of EUR 11 million (US$15.7) equivalent from the International Bank for Reconstruction Development (IBRD) and from the Global Environment Facility Trust Fund, GEF, in the amount of US$ 4 million toward the cost of the Montenegro Institutional Development and Agricultural Strengthening Project (MIDAS) and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments  under the Contract for Expert for drafting the Pre-Accession Operational Programme document for strengthening the capacities of the Fisheries Sector in Montenegro to implement the Common Fisheries Policy.
The objective of the assignment is to contribute to enhancing the strategic approach in the area of fisheries and strengthen the capacities of stakeholders involved in Montenegro in line with the reforms required by the CFP. This shall be achieved through drafting a document called the “Pre-Accession Operational Programme” for the purposes of defining measures to be implemented in the period of 2018 – 2020. 
The Expert will prepare a document consisting of the following chapters/areas: 

(i) preparation of the Pre-Accession Operational Programme and partner inclusion,

(ii) SWOT analysis and need assessment,

(iii) description of the strategy enabling the Pre-Aceesion Operational Programme to contribute to a sustainable growth,

(iv) demands related to specific measures of European Maritime and Fisheries Fund (EMFF), 

(v) special information on the Integrated Territorial Development,

(vi) fulfilling EMFF pre-conditions,

(vii) description of the framework on assessing the estimated outcomes,

(viii) financing plan,

(ix) evaluation plan,

(x) modules of Programme implementation,

(xi) data gathering and assessment,

(xii) information on relevant bodies in charge of control and management implementation

(xiii) financial instruments.
The assignment will have duration of four (4) months and the required level of inputs is estimated to a total of 40 work/days, deployed in several on-site missions. At least half of working days have to be spent in Montenegro, working on the assignment. 
The Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) through the Technical Service Unit (TSU) now invites eligible individual consultants to indicate their interest in providing the services. Interested consultants must provide information indicating that they are qualified to perform the services (CV, brochures, description of similar assignments performed, experience in similar conditions, etc. documentation shall be presented in English language).  Individual consultants may be offered through firms or other organizations, but the qualifications of the individual consultant will be the basis of selection. Contract will be signed with proposed individual.
